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1 The name of the Company is “THE EVENTS INDUSTRY FORUM LTD”.

The registered office of the Company will be situated in the UK at Association House, 18c Moor Street, Chepstow NP16 5DB

3         The objects for which the Company is established are:‑

3.1
to publish the Purple Guide and other guidance for the outdoor events industry and to provide a meeting point for trade associations, training bodies and representative organisations from across the UK outdoor events industry where they can meet to discuss and share issues of common interest and to support members collectively in representing their interests to Government, local authorities, enforcement agencies and opinion formers generally.
3.2
more specifically, to:

3.2.1
to provide a Secretariat through which member organisations can share information and discuss issues of common interest.
3.2.2
to represent the interest of member organisations to Government, local authorities, enforcement agencies and opinion formers generally ;
3.2.3
to publish guidance, including ‘The Purple Guide to Health, Safety and Welfare at Music and Other Events’
3.2.4
to promote excellence and good practice across the outdoor event industry;

3.2.5 
to encourage all those operating in the outdoor event sector, whether as organisers, suppliers or other, to join and support member organisations;

3.2.6
to disseminate information about issues affecting the outdoor events industry to members and through them to the wider events community.

3.2.7 
at the discretion of the Directors, to support and assist with funding through grants initiatives and actions which will benefit to the broad outdoor events industry.
3.3
to do all ancillary things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of these objects.

The objects set forth herein shall not be restrictively construed but the widest interpretation shall be given thereto and they shall not, except where the context expressly so requires, be in any way limited or restricted by reference to or inference from any  other object or objects set forth in such sub‑clause or from the terms of any other sub‑clause or from the name of the Company.  None of such sub‑clauses or the object or objects therein specified or the powers thereby conferred shall be deemed subsidiary or ancillary to the objects or powers mentioned in any other sub‑clause, but the Company shall have as full a power to exercise all or any of the objects conferred by and provided in each of the said sub‑clauses as if each sub‑clause contained the objects of a separate company.  The word "company" in this clause, except where used in reference to the Company, shall be deemed to include any partnership or other body of persons, whether incorporated  or unincorporated and whether domiciled in the United Kingdom or elsewhere.

5         The liability of the members is limited.

6
The income and property of the Company shall be applied solely towards the promotion of its objects as set forth in this Memorandum of Association. On liquidation whether voluntary or otherwise any assets or property of the Company shall be transferred a another not-for-profit organization supporting the UK outdoor event industry.
7
Every member of the Company undertakes to contribute to the assets of the Company in the event of its being wound up while they are a member or within one year afterwards for payment of the debts and liabilities of the Company contracted before he ceases to be a member and the costs, charges and expenses of winding up and for the adjustment of the rights of the contributories among themselves such amount as may be required not exceeding £1 pound.
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
